Topic-specific search engines from Google:
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This allows you to search for a specific type of file, such as a PowerPoint or PDF.  Great if you need a PowerPoint on a subject and don’t want to start from scratch.  Just be sure to give credit to the authors! 





Do you only want to search National Geographic?  Do you only want sites from .org’s? Tell Google which site or domain you want to search.





Want to find a site about volcanoes in Spanish?  Specify the language.  Just be sure to preview the site to make sure it’s what you’re really looking for.





Click on “Advanced Search” to refine your searches.





Researching China?  Enter “plates,” “dolls,” and any other topics that might be linked to the word “China” to narrow your search to just the country.





Got a quote, but don’t know who said it?  Enter it here and find out.  Also good to check for plagiarism.  This can also help narrow your search by telling Google to look for something very specific, such as “fourth grade biome lesson plan”. 





Synonym practice!  How many ways can you describe “biomes?”





The more you give it, the less it sends back, which is usually a good thing when searching the Web.





Sometimes recent info isn’t vital, but in science and current events, you need up-to-date information.  Here, you can specify how recent you want your information to be.





Are you going to use what you find to share with others?  You can filter your results so that only images, music, and other copyrighted material that meets your sharing requirements.





Do you only want sites that contain your keywords in the title of the site?  Or do you want any page that has your keywords anywhere?  You can choose where you want the keywords to be found.  The more restrictive you make it, the fewer results you’ll get back.





Did you find a great page, and want to see other pages that link to it?  For example, you think that CCCOE has a wonderful site, and you want to see who was smart enough to link to it.  Copy and paste the great site’s URL here.





Did you find a great page and want to see more like it?  For example, you love ReadWriteThink.org, and want to find similar sites.  Copy and paste the URL for the site you like in here.





Are you looking for information from a certain time frame, such as explorers between 1400 and 1500?  Or do you want to buy something within a specific price range, like jeans that cost between $20 and $30 dollars?  You can use this option to set a number range.
